1. Name of artist, partners or organizations
Adam Schepker, sculptor, supported by Katie Schwerin, local artist and artist for
Keene's Mt. Monadnock Labyrinth and Friends of Public Art

2. Demonstration of the experience of the artist(s) and/or organization in the
production of the type of artwork and the provision of documents that demonstrate
the artist(s) and/or organization is recognized by critics and by his or her peers as
one who produces works of art. .

Adam Schepker considers himself a sculptor first and foremost. But, for his day
Job, he works in the wood shop making looms at Harrisville Design.

"PLAY", this word is at the heart of what I strive to portray or encourage with my
work/sculptures. I make large participatory sculptures out of either; wood, stone,
or metal. 1 try to make sculptures that bring a joyful sense of play to everyone
Jocusing more on adults. 1 feel adults lose their childhood sense of fun and joy due
to their focus on adult responsibilities, and some strange code of conduct that
many adults feel tied to". Adam has a studio in his home; a farmhouse built in the
1850'.

Adam has created public arts pieces over the last few years, most notable is a
bench made from bicycle parts that is displayed in the green corridor behind the
coop. Adam is also is a lead organizer and instructor for the summer arts
program, Immersion in the Arts.

3. Identify whether it will be a temporary or permanent display.
This will be a permanent display.

4. Identify the location.

The sculpture will be located at the Keene Airport, on the right as you drive to the
airport. There is a pull off area with some picnic tables across from a large open
field where the Mt. Monadnock Labyrinth is located. The sculpture would be on the
ridge behind the Labyrinth. Below shows the proposed area in the upper right
corner; the indented area in the green.

5. A description of the public art includes but is not be limited to: size, expected
amount of space to be required, materials to be used, theme or context. If



temporary, length of time of the display, drawings, design documents, etc.

The sculpture is made of 19/10 circular discs from the airport scrap metal pile,
linked together and forming a hexagonal form. This form is held together by a
steel frame. The sculpture will be mounted using bolts on a 6°x8’° cement slab.
The size is about 7.5'"H x 5°’W x 3’ deep.

7. How is the project being funded?
Friends of Public Art has raised the funds through crowd fundraising sources.

8. Expected general maintenance requirements.
No maintenance required.

Not temporary.

Also, it is unique in that it is constructed using
metal pieces from the airport scrap metal pile. It will be situated near the pathway
that leads to field where the other sculpture pieces at installed (Monadnock
Labyrinth and thenPeace Pole)

15. Is the project designed for the proposed site and is commensurate in scale with
its surroundings? Yes, it fits well in with the space with plenty of room for the
concrete pad and is easily viewable from the airport main door so when visitors
come, they will see it.

Description of Inspiration for Sculpture and Creative Process

“My main inspiration for this sculpture was the relationship of the modern
engineering and geometry found at the airport, and nature s beautifil design
surrounding it. My creative process was really me trying to find a harmonious way
to display the beautiful steel base plates donated by airport.” Adam Schepker

16. Is the project durable (where applicable) and reasonable to maintain in terms of
time and expense?
It does not require any maintenance.

17. Is the project designed and to be constructed by persons experienced in the
production of such artwork?
Yes.

18. Does the project aesthetically enhance the public space or built environment to
which it relates or otherwise interacts with its surroundings?

Yes. 1t fits well with the airport proper. It is connected to it by the material used in
its creation, all from the airport metal scrap pile.

19. Does the project contribute to a sense of civic pride?

Art situated in a space that is. more utilitarian, like the airport, brings an added
dimension and ultimately, interest and engagement by the people who come
through the airport. The location of the sculpture, by the pathway system, serves
another purpose as well, to draw attention fo the pathway that then connects the
visitor to the Monadnock Labyrinth and the peace pole.
